Colorado Law

Per C.R.5. 4-9-629 "(b) A secured party
or such party's assignee who wishes to
contract with a person to recover or take
possession of collateral upon default,

including a motor vehicle repossessed
pursuant te section 42-6-146, C.R.S.,
shall contract to recover or take
possession of collateral ONLY
WITH A PERSON WHO IS
BONDED for property'damage to

or conversion of such collateral in
the amiount of at least fifty thousand

dollars. Such bond shall be filed with and
drawn in favor of the attorney general of

the state of Colorado for use of the people
of the state of Colorado, and shall be

revocable only with the written consent of

the attorney general pursuant to rules
promulgated by the office of the attorney

general.”
